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Sister Ho Kwai- Ping, joined the Franciscan Missionary of Mary (FMM) at the age of 21.
She underwent religious formation in Macau and Hong Kong, and was sent to Kenya,
Ethiopia, and Taiwan for missionary work. She pursued further studies in the
Philippines, Australia, and Rome, but spent considerable time in Hong Kong providing
pastoral care in hospitals.

Sister Ho personally experienced the importance of parental love during the childhood
stage of growth and development. She believes that the home should be the warmest
harbour for children. However, due to various reasons, some children are unable to
return home. Therefore, in 1999, she founded "Home Care for Girls" to provide
temporary shelter for homeless girls, hoping they could feel the warmth of a family and
a safe home place.

Sister Ho's dedication and commitment to caring for the homeless underage girls, who
are facing different family issues, has touched many compassionate individuals and
groups who supported the development of the "Home Care for Girls". The continual
needs and value of this shelter services have also been confirmed.

At the end of 2016, Sister Ho stepped down as the Executive Director of Home Care for
Girls. The organization expressed its gratitude by appointing her as the Honorary
Chairperson for life. Although she left her daily responsibilities, she continues to care
about the development of the organization, bringing the spirit of simplicity and poverty
from the Franciscan Missionary of Mary (FMM) into the home, and continuing to create
a "home away from home" for the girls.
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Dorinda Ma, a long term donor of Home Care for Girls, is a professional singer and
saxophone player. She sings many soul music, R&B, pop and rock songs. Currently she
is active in

Jazz classical music, painting and calligraphy for leisure and charity performance. She
has been supporting the Home Care for Girls in many different ways for over 25 years.
Apart from donations, she also

shares her talents, love of music, art, friendship and all kinds of beauty of life with the
girls of the Home Care of Girls over the past years. |
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Mr Peter Ko, the immediate past Chair of the Board of Director of the Home. He has
been serving as the Director of the Home for more than 20 years with five years as the
Chair. Under his leadership, the Home Care for Girls went through the most difficult
moments under the COVID with all girls kept safe and healthy. Being a successful
entrepreneur, he also acts as mentor of girls who are keen to develop their own
businesses. Peter is an active church member and loves to devotes his talents in music
to share his faith and love with the communities. |
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Dorothy, formerly a colleague at Home Care for Girls, now volunteers there. She
is interested in youth residential service and loves doing different volunteer
jobs. She teaches social work at a college, where she uses innovation to solve
problems and discover new insights.
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Hong Kong Police Band* (abbreviated as HKPB) is part of the Hong Kong Police Force's
Personnel and Training Department and is based at the Hong Kong Police College's
Foundation Training School. The band is primarily responsible for providing various musical
services and plays an important role in activities that foster the relationship between the
police and the public such as parades organized by the Police and other disciplinary
departments, Police nights, club activities, and concerts. The band also performs at annual
official ceremonies such as the Hong Kong Special Administrative Region Establishment Day
and the National Day Flag-Raising Ceremony, as well as at award presentation ceremonies
and official banquets held at Government House. Additionally, the band performs in
programs organized by other disciplined services, government departments, the Hong Kong
Tourism Board, the Hong Kong Trade Development Council, and various charitable
organizations. The Hong Kong Police Band is recognized as one of the finest police bands in
Southeast Asia, with performances both in the Mainland and Hong Kong.

The Hong Kong Police Band consists of a Silver Band and a Pipe Band, with other
instrumental groups and ensembles made up of members from both the Band and Pipes. The
repertoire of the Silver Band is extensive, encompassing march music, classical music, light
music, and Hong Kong pop music. The Pipe Band comprises pipers and drummers who excel
in fancy drill performances.

The Hong Kong Police Band Cadet is a youth engagement program developed by the Hong
Kong Police College, established in early 2023. The purpose of program is to encourage and
strengthen communication between the Police Force and teenagers, cultivate a sense of
social responsibility among young people, establish correct values, increase understanding of
the nation, and enhance national identity.

There are 60 trainees participating the training program every week at the Police College.
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Hong Kong Arts Without Boundaries Foundation is a non-profit, tax-exempt
organization under section 88 of the Hong Kong Inland Revenue, dedicating to
promoting music and the arts among disabled and underprivileged individuals.
Their mission is to provide inclusive and accessible opportunities for people of all
abilities to explore, create, and experience the transformative power of music and
the arts. At Hong Kong Arts Without Boundaries, they believe that everyone,
regardless of their background or physical abilities, deserves the chance to express
themselves through artistic expression. Through their programs and initiatives, they
strive to break down barriers and create a welcoming and supportive community
where individuals can discover their talents, build confidence, and find joy through
music and the arts.
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"Silence" was established in 2008 as a registered charity in Hong Kong. It is
dedicated to serving the deaf and hearing-impaired individuals, aiming to
assist them in integrating into society. By organizing gatherings, providing sign
language training, and other activities, it promotes mutual understanding
between hearing individuals and those with hearing impairments. Their goal is
to enable the deaf and hearing-impaired to more easily integrate into
mainstream society, offering them opportunities to realize their potential,
achieve self-actualization, and experience equal development. It is also a
member of organizations such as the Community Chest of Hong Kong, the
Hong Kong Council of Social Service, and the World Federation of the Deaf.
They are also a recognized charity by the Wise Giving.
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The organization, formerly known as Hong Kong Street Dance Development
Alliance, was established in 2015 by a group of enthusiastic instructors and
dancers passionate about advancing street dance.

In 2023, it officially became a charitable organization and was renamed the Hong
Kong Street Dance Development Association.Their mission is to promote values
of mutual respect, love, peace, and vibrant lifestyle among youth through street
dance education and cultural activities. This is carried out by harnessing social
forces, providing diverse training, exchange and performance opportunities to
nurture local performing arts and educational talents. The goal is to expand
opportunities, showcase various pathways, and strive to cultivate a new
generation of street dance youth who are proud of themselves.
